Understandably most of us don’t like thinking about what will happen when 

we die and it’s not an easy subject to raise. However it is important that we 

leave our affairs in good order and making a Will helps to ensure this. 

Most of us give money faithfully to the church during our life times but have 

you thought about leaving a gift to the church in your Will as a way of help-

ing the church into the future? 

 

GIFTS LARGE AND SMALL 

The first priority for most people when making a Will is to help secure the 

future for the people they love. Most of our estate will likely go to family 

and friends.  

However you might also want to support things which have been important 

to you in your life and set aside some of your estate to do this. 

Any legacy, large or small, would help to secure the future of Holy Trinity 

and strengthen its ministry and mission. 

The PCC would use your legacy to help fund significant developments in the 

church  - whether to do with the building, or equipment or staff and would 

discuss with your executors the most appropriate use of your gift in the light 

of current projects and your areas of interest in the church.

Please remember a legacy doesn’t have to be huge. It could range from a 

few pounds to a large amount of money but will always be helpful. A legacy 

can be kept anonymous or we can find a way to acknowledge your gift—

whatever is your wish. Of course it would be good to discuss your wishes 

with your family and we strongly advise you to see a solicitor when writing 

or amending a Will.
